× Growers must plant a refuge when using Bt Corn 

 

× Refuge requirements  are specific to the type of Bt 
corn planted 

o Size and location of the refuge depends on the Bt 
hybrid trait used and the insect being controlled 



× OCC assumed responsibility for updating and 
maintaining the refuge selector in Summer, 2011 

 

× Companies can update their hybrid lists at any time 

 

×OCC downloads a spreadsheet of recent  

changes and  forwards it to CSTA staff to  

update the Corn Hybrid List on the CSTA
